Luján Actions on Easement Issues
Congressman Luján, his district staff, and his legislative staff have consistently and proactively been engaged on this issue. Below is a summary of some of the actions taken by the Congressman and his office on this issue.    
 
2014:
 
1. 1/15/14 – Sent letter to Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) regarding December 2013 trespass notice.
 
1. 1/31/14 – Hosted meeting with Santa Fe County, San Ildefonso Pueblo, law enforcement and BIA. 
 
1. 2/14/14 – Contacted the Department of Justice (DOJ) and the Congressional Research Service (CRS) to discuss the related services they offer. 
 
1. 4/16/14 – Received response from BIA, which was four months after the initial request. 
 
1. 8/11/14 – Requested a 60 day extension to the comment period deadline for a BIA proposed rule change related to tribal rights-of-ways. 
 
1. 8/14 – Participated in a community forum hosted by Santa Fe County and San Ildefonso Pueblo regarding County Road 84 and Sandy Way. 
 
1. 9/14 – Shared with the county, pueblo, community members and leaders of Concerned Tax Payers of El Rancho information regarding a DOJ mediation program. Also contacted DOJ, who reached out to the parties. 
1. 9/10/14 – Sent a letter to BIA regarding El Rancho community resident’s inability to acquire title insurance.  BIA ultimately responded that the Pueblo of San Ildefonso is working on a survey that will help to clear title for non-tribal residents.   
 
1. 11/3/14 – Submitted comments to BIA on their proposed rule changes governing Indian rights-of-way. 
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2015:
 
1. 4/15 – District staff participated in a meeting with Senator Udall and Senator Heinrich staff with members of the Northern New Mexico Protects Land and Water.
 
1. 4/15/15 – Met with Assistant Secretary of Indian Affairs Kevin Washburn.
 
1. 4/27/15 –Office requested assistance from White House staff and followed up on May 21st. 
1. 5/15 – Office inquired with the Office of New Mexico Superintendent of Insurance on residents’ difficulties acquiring title insurance. Office also discussed title insurance concerns with Fidelity Title. 
 
1. 6/25/15 – Participated in a briefing with San Ildefonso Pueblo regarding the results of their survey. Briefing was attended by Pueblo leadership, Senator Udall, Senator Heinrich, Assistant Secretary Washburn, and Southwest Regional BIA staff.
 
1. 7/6/15 – Following the briefing on the completed survey, office inquires if BIA will update their December 2013 letter regarding County Road 84. Office asks again on August 21st and September 3rd. 
1. 7//27/15 – Staff briefing with San Ildefonso Pueblo on their survey results. 
 
1. 9/15-10/15 – Requested and received information regarding expiring tribal rights-of-way from BIA. 
 
1. 11/15 - Discussed the Pueblo Lands Act with Legislative Counsel. 
 
1. 12/15 – Requested and received a section-by-section summary of the Pueblo Lands Act from CRS.  
 
1. 12/15 – Office begins to locate Pueblo Land Act and Pueblo Lands Board records at the New Mexico State Archives, UNM Zimmerman Library Archives and the National Archives.  
 
1. 12/17/15 –Met with outgoing Assistant of Indian Affairs Secretary Washburn.
